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PREPARING YOUR WALL 

1. Check Wall Straightness: 

Check the wall in various places for vertical straightness with a straight edge or a partition (as shown).  

If the wall has more than an 1/8” of bow, you will need to shim the wedgerail until straight.  

2. Mark the Top Rail Location: 

Mark line 79” up 

from floor. 

3. Locate the Studs: 

Using a stud finder, mark the wall center of stud locations above the line you marked in step 2. 

Verify stud location by drilling through surface to test for a stud underneath.  

4. Transfer the Marks to both Wedgerail:  

Cut Wedgerail to the length of the closet. Mark corresponding stud locations onto rail in the center of groove. 

Drill a 1/8” pilot hole on the mark. Do the same with bottom wedgerail.
